Next Sunday at the 10.30am Mass we cele-
brate First Holy Communion. Please keep the 
children, their parents and families, godpar-
ents and teachers very much in your prayers 
this coming week. Over the past months, to 
help parents we have shown them two DVD’s. 
One in preparation for their children’s First 
Confession and the other to prepare for First 
Communion. These have been very well re-
ceived and I would like to thank the school not 
only for the wonderful work they do in school 
time to help the children and parents prepare 
for these sacraments, but especially for all the 
hard work they put in after school in running 
these DVD courses. 
 
I am hoping to organise another parish pil-
grimage for October next year (2011) Our pre-
vious pilgrimages have taken us to Rome and 
Assisi and then followed in the footsteps of St 
Paul on his journeys through what is modern 
day Greece and Turkey. For next year’s pil-
grimage we are thinking of a 9-day pilgrimage 
in Turkey visiting the 7 churches of the New 
Testament. There were a vital part of the  de-
velopment of the early Church. They are re-
ferred to in the Apocalypse (Book of Revela-
tion) "Write on a scroll what you see and send 
it to the seven churches: to Ephesus, Smyrna, 
Pergamum, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and 
Laodicea." We visit Ephesus where St Paul 
lived for a time and  his Letter to the Ephesians 
is addressed to this community. We will also 
visit the burial chamber of St John and the tra-
ditional house of the Virgin Mary. If you are 
interested, please see me after Mass today 
and I can give you more details and a copy of 
the itinerary.
