Friday 5th –9th July.  There will be Mass as 
usual on Monday morning before I go and 
then again on Saturday morning. There will be 
no Eucharistic Services during the week.                                                
 
I am hoping to organise another parish pil-
grimage for October next year (2011) Our pre-
vious pilgrimages have taken us to Rome and 
Assisi and then followed in the footsteps of St 
Paul on his journeys through what is modern 
day Greece and Turkey. For next year’s pil-
grimage we are thinking of a 9-day pilgrimage 
in Turkey visiting the 7 churches of the New 
Testament. There were a vital part of the  de-
velopment of the early Church. They are re-
ferred to in the Apocalypse (Book of Revela-
tion) "Write on a scroll what you see and send 
it to the seven churches: to Ephesus, Smyrna, 
Pergamum, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and 
Laodicea." We visit Ephesus where St Paul 
lived for a time and  his Letter to the Ephesians 
is addressed to this community.  
 
We will also visit the burial chamber of St John 
and the traditional house of the Virgin Mary. 
There is no financial commitment at this stage 
but I really do need to know how many people 
are interested. If you are   interested please  
return the reply slip on the other side before 
11th July.
