Work has started on the new pedestrian ac-
cess. A new outside door has been installed in 
the Hall  through the bottom arch nearest to 
the kitchen. This leads directly to the outside 
without having to enter the car park, and will 
give us a big safety benefit of having a fire es-
cape which leads directly to the street. Once 
the electric car park gates are up and running 
this will mean that vehicles and passengers 
can enter and leave through the electrically 
operated gate and those on foot will use the 
new pedestrian access. 
 
I am hoping to organise another parish pil-
grimage for October next year (2011) For next 
year’s pilgrimage we are thinking of a 9-day 
pilgrimage in Turkey visiting the 7 churches of 
the New Testament. There were a vital part of 
the  development of the early Church. "Write 
on a scroll what you see and send it to the 
seven churches: to Ephesus, Smyrna, Perga-
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mum, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and Laodicea." We visit 
Ephesus where St Paul lived for a time and  his Letter to the 
Ephesians is addressed to this community.  
 
We will also visit the burial chamber of St John and the tradi-
tional house of the Virgin Mary. There is no financial commit-
ment at this stage but I really do need to know how many peo-
ple are interested. If you are   interested please  return the re-
ply slip on the other side as soon as possible.
