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Dear Parishioners,

Last year if you remember | explained that be-
fore the Church can be consecrated we will
need to have a new permanent altar installed
and the sanctuary floor made solid. At the mo-
ment almost all of the sanctuary floor (the blue
carpeted area) is in made up of moveable
wooden stage blocks— the sort of thing you’d
find used in any school hall to create a tempo-
rary stage for a school play etc—only the area
underneath the tabernacle is concrete. The al-
tar itself just stands on these wooden blocks
and can easily be moved at will. | handed out
to everyone a drawing showing an idea of what
the sanctuary could look like with a curved
front and asked for your opinions. Everyone
who spoke to me told me they liked the idea
very much—in fact not one person said they
didn't like it.

The Diocese have an Art and Architecture Com-
mittee who have to authorise any work of this
nature carried out in a church. They have asked
for an architect to draw up professional plans
which they can then look at.

We're now at the stage of waiting for the archi-
tect’s plans based on the drawings | gave eve-
ryone. | think it’s important to involve every-
body at an early stage in the proceedings and
as soon as | have more information | will keep
you updated.
